8 It has been seen that some of the Deobandis have started to hold ‘Seerah 
Conferences’ in the days of Milaad, however, reject that Milaad must not be 
celebrated. The Milaad gatherings consists of the recitation of the Qur’aan, 
reciting Naats, talking about the Messenger of Allah (may Allah bless him and 
grant him peace) etc. which is not against the Shari’ah making these 
gatherings permissible. However, those gatherings where evil things take 
place in the name of Milaad such as Music, dancing, jumping, mixing with 
women etc. are forbidden, hence it is forbidden to attend these gatherings and 
these people must be boycotted and people must be made aware of their 
misguidance as these are the people who are giving Ahle Sunnah a bad name 
to the extent people have called this Barelwisim. This is showing that Ala 
Hazrat Imam Ahmad Raza Khan invented all these bidah, in fact, if you take a 
look at the works of Imam Ahmad raza Khan he has forbidden all that which is 
against the Shari’ah.
